RJA Programs and Services
Eligibility Criteria for Justice Involved Youth:

Crawford County justice involved youth ages 10-17, male or female, low to high risk can be referred to programming by Juvenile Intake and Assessment Systems (JIAS), Juvenile Intensive Supervised Probation (JISP), Case Management (CM), Immediate Intervention Program (IIP), School Resource Officer (SRO), Law Enforcement Officer (LEO) other referring agencies or self referred. 

Crossroads:

Evidence-based principles are used as building blocks to provide youth insight to better themselves and others. When applied, youth can learn pro-social behavior and communication skills that can help improve interpersonal relationships in all aspects of life. Programs offered can include:
Anger Management Level 1 & Level 2


Drugs & Alcohol Level 1 & Level 2


High Risk Offender


Misdemeanor Offenses


Shoplifting


Cognitive Life Skills Level 1

Decision Points:

An evidence-based program constructed to address offender needs, risk, and responsivity. The program is built on the principle of the “Strategy of Choices”, and equips participants with alternative ways to examine their thinking and the related actions that lead them into trouble. 

Family Services/Support: 

The Care Coordinator assists youth and families by connecting them to the appropriate services within the community to prevent further entry into the system for the youth, and provide family support as they navigate through the system. 

The Parent Project: 

This program is a parent’s guide to changing destructive adolescent behavior. The curriculum teaches concrete prevention, identification and intervention strategies for destructive adolescent behaviors (violence, drugs/alcohol, school issues, etc.) for youth ages 10-17. 

Forward Thinking: 

A cognitive-behavioral series that uses evidence-based strategies to assist youth involved in the criminal justice system in making positive changes to their thoughts, feelings and behaviors. Applying the information presented in the Interactive Journals to their own lives helps participants achieve their goals for responsible living.

Mentoring: 
Prosocial activities involving the youth and the Program Advocate, either in a 1 on 1 setting or in group activities. Program Advocate will provide mentorships with the youth and engage in positive resources that youth will need for success in their communities.  

Giving Back CSW Program:  
Educating the youth on importance of giving back to the community they live in. Teaching the youth that every crime has a victim in some way or another. Youth will be assigned community service work with participating agencies within Crawford County. Youth will understand why giving back to their communities is valuable within their community and the positive results that come with giving back.  

Educational Services: 
Program Advocate will assist youth in obtaining credit recovery, if needed, for graduation or achieving next level of education. Tutoring programs to help youth with failing or near failing areas of study. Program Advocate will become a liaison between school personnel (i.e. SRO, counselors, administration) and the youth.  

Employment Services:  
Program that will work with youth to find employment, if age appropriate. Work with youth in obtaining necessary documentation needed for employment, i.e. birth certificate, SS card, proof of residency, etc. Program Advocate will work with local employers willing to hire, train and employ youth.  


Eligibility Criteria for the Truancy Intervention Program:

Crawford County youth ages 5-17, male or female, low to high risk that are at risk of becoming involved in the system as a Child in Need of Care (CINC) due to truancy can be referred to TIP by the Crawford County Attorney’s Office, Court Services or Crawford County District Court.  

Truancy Intervention Program (TIP):

The Truancy Coordinator will work with youth and families who experience chronic attendance problems to establish better communication, reduce conflict between the youth and family, improve parental skills and help the youth better engage with their families and in their school environment through Family Support and Preparing Kids for Success.
